aesthetic possibilities in own chosen material and/or technology
aesthetic possibilities in sustainable methods in selected technology
sketch technology, modelling and collection development
documentation, presentation and criticism of design development work

1. demonstrate design ability based on one of the areas; materials and textile technology, printing, dyeing, and the
preparation or construction and cutting in relation to artistic expression,
2. demonstrate ability when it comes to silhouette, colour and material composition in collection design,
3. demonstrate knowledge and skills in sustainable design expressions and techniques.
4. reflect on their own creative process and their individual contribution to a mutual effort.
